. Coat pinion gear of Motor Assembly #44 with grease.
. Apply a heavy coating of grease to the inside gear teeth of the

Ring Gear #41. Coat all sides of the three Planetary Gears #40,
being sure that all gear teeth are completely covered.

. NOTE: Hammer Assembly #70 comes completely assembled

and lubricated. During shipping some grease may have rubbed
off some of the external parts. Be sure that the back side and
the planetary pins are coated.

. NOTE: Disregard step #4. No action is required. This is shown for

illustration purposes only to verify that there is a generous amount
of grease in that area of the assembly.

. Place a heavy coating of grease on Anvil #30, Nylon Ring #29,

Washer #28 and Anvil Bushing #27. Assemble these components
to comprise the Anvil Assembly #69. Be sure that the splined
teeth inside the Anvil receive a heavy coating of grease. NOTE:
Service Anvil Assembly #69 may or may not come lubricated.

NOTE: Disregard lubrication steps #6 and #7. The

parts illustrated are components of the Service Gearcase
Assembly (#67 for the 2667-20 and #68 for the 2668-20).
#67 and #68 come completely assembled and lubricated.
